MINUTE BOOK, PUGET GRANGE NO. 371, 1910 

 

On Saturday Feb 26, 1910, Puget Grange met at the School House, with Mr. F. Roberts, State Organizer of Granges, 

to install the officers elected at the previous meeting, and to give the Secret Work. 

 

The Master then called for a motion to appoint an executive committee.  The same was made by Mr. O. I. Evans, and 

after being seconded, was carried by the usual voting sign.

 The members present balloted on the Demit of Mr. and Mrs. Larsen.  They were elected members of Puget Grange.

 Mr. David Chipman read the report of the By-Laws Committee.  Each second of the by-laws were read separately.  A 

motion was made for their adoption, it was carried, and the By-Laws adopted as a whole. 

 

 The Master appointed Mr. W. N. Waddle, Mr. A. E. Larsen, and Perry Larsen, members of the Finance Committee. 

 

 The Executive Committee was chosen by separate ballot.  The following, receiving the highest number of votes, were

The application of Dr. Huntley with fee of 75 

cents and 60 cents dues, of Miss Rachel A. Knott with 75 cents fee and 60 cents dues, of Lucy Lee, with 75 cents fee and 60 cents 

dues, of W. J. Connor, with $1.00 fee and 60 cents dues were received.  A total of $6.15, turned into treasury. 

 

Amount of quarterly dues collected and turned into treasury on this date $4.80.  Total amount turned into treasury for 

dues and fees $6.15 + $4.80 = $10.95. 

 

Bro. O. I. Evans, Sister A. E. Larsen, and Sister Grace Allen were appointed a Com. by the Master to act upon the demit 

and the applications received.

Bullard, receiving the majority for chaplain, was 

declared the Chaplin of Puget Grange. 

 

The obligations were conferred upon these officers. 

 

Bro. Thomas moved that we curtain off the space from the outer gate to the entrance of the ante-room.  It was 

seconded by Bro. Bullard, and carried by the usual voting sign.

Ora I. Evans was born in 1872 in Minnesota to George W. and Celinda (Linsday) Evans.  On 16 Dec 1904, 

at Puget, on Johnson Point, he married Jessie T. Larsen, born at Puget in 1884 to Andrew E. and Ella 

(Carpenter) Larsen.  Andrew and Ella Larsenôs other children were sons Perry, Harry and Leslie and 

daughter Marion May. 

 

It is Ella Carpenterôs family and ancestors who came to Puget from New York in about 1883 that pio-

neered much of Thurston County.  Her parents were Abner Lewis and Sarah Isabell (Button) Carpenter 

who also settled in northeast Thurston County.  Her daughter, Marion May Larsen born 1882 at Puget, 

married Harvey James Chambers in 1900 at Puget.  Harvey was the son of James W. and Hannah 

óAnnaò (Lister) Chambers of the Chambers Prairie family.
