   Although this is a look at the Irish experience, there is reason to believe that the other ethnic groups were not 
treated much better when steerage was the only ticket they could afford.

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RICHES AND RAGS 
A TALE OF TWO (HALF) SISTERS

     My Great-grandfather was married twice, and had a d aughter by each marriage 
seventeen years apart.  These two girls grew up in separate Upstate New York 
counties, probably never met in person, and had onl y vague knowledge of each 
other. One grew up destined for riches, and the oth er barely scraped by. 
 
 Great-grandfather John M. Froebel emigrated to Ame rica from Saxon-Weimar, 
Germany in 1853. By the time of the 1860 census, he  was settled in the German 
immigrant neighborhood of Syracuse, Onondaga County , NY, had been naturalized in 
1859, and had taken a wife Barbara Christman who ha d recently emigrated from Ba-
varia.  
 
 Their daughter Catherine was born April 10, 1863.  Father prospered in his 
confectionary business, apparently having the store  on the ground floor and the 
living quarters in back or on the second storey of the building at the corner of 
Butternut and North Townsend Streets.  In January 1 876, when Catherine was 
twelve years old, her mother left the house abruptl y one evening and committed 
suicide by jumping into the nearby Oswego Canal.  
 Syracuse Daily Standard, 22 Jan 1876: 

SAD CASE OF SUICIDE     …Mrs. F. threw her shawl ov er her head and 
left the house by the back way. After she was gone a reasonable 
time, Mr. Froebel sent his little daughter out for her mother, but 
the girl reported that she could not find her. 

 Utica Morning Herald, 24 Jan 1876: 
The dead body of Mrs. John M. Froebel was found in the Oswego Canal 
at Syracuse January 20. 

 
 About three years later, John met and married my G reat-grandmother, Catha-
rine Jacobs from the Town of Amboy NY, in Oswego Co unty about 20 miles north of 
Syracuse. (I’ve always wondered just how and where they met, as their families 
had come from different parts of Germany in differe nt decades.) Catherine’s fa-
ther originally settled in Oneida County NY, but in  1864 bought a farm on the 
Mexico Road in the Town of Amboy. Besides Catherine  there was an older brother 
John and three younger sisters.  
 
 When the 1880 census-taker came around, John Froeb el was married and liv-
ing with the rest of the Jacobs family on the Amboy  farm.  A month later his 
wife gave birth to their only child, my grandmother  Flora Sophrona Froebel. 
 
 Meanwhile, Catherine, now called Katie or Kittie, had been left behind in 
Syracuse and was living in the household of her fat her’s business partner. The 
business is listed in the Syracuse City Directory a s “Perry & Co. (B.B. Perry & 
John M. Froebel), cigars and tobacco.”  ( Remember the Perrys…)  The Perry house 
was in the wealthy area of Syracuse, where about ev ery household in the city di-
rectory had a live-in domestic woman. She had prosp ered, indeed, and at age 19 
the newspaper reported: 
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     Syracuse Evening Herald, 7 and 14 Aug 1882: 

 Mrs. Phillips Mabo of Geddes and Miss Kittie Froeb el of this city 
will leave for Germany on the steamer Elbe on Augus t 16th. They expect to 
return in three months. 
 She sails on Wednesday and expects to spend some m onths traveling in 
England, France, Germany and Italy, making as the o bject of her special 
study the art conservatories, museums, etc. and per fecting her accomplish-
ments by a winter sojourn in the brilliant society of the French metropo-
lis. 
 
By this time father John Froebel’s second marriage to the 

farm girl from Amboy had broken up. She sued him fo r alimony, but the county re-
cords which would tell of the result have been lost . 
He returned to Syracuse and the cigar & tobacco bus iness with the Perrys.  

 
 About two years later, Kittie married William H. W arner, son of a carpen-
ter from Owego, Tioga County NY, who had moved to S yracuse and was starting to 
make his fortune in the cigar business.  Tobacco wa s grown at the time in up-
state central New York, and there were cigar-making  factories in several cities 
and villages. Around this time the two Froebel fami ly daughters lost touch; 
Flora’s family recalls only that Kittie “married a wealthy man and moved some-
where south of Syracuse”, then later to Flint, Mich igan. 
 

The Warner newlyweds settled in Homer, Cortland Cou nty NY, which is about 
35 miles south of Syracuse.   

Syracuse Weekly Express, 11 Jan 1888: 
HOMER, Jan. 7--  W.H. Warner, who for several years  has been the 
foreman of W.O. Bunn's cigar manufactory, will leav e this week for 
Flint, Mich., where he will accept a similar positi on in a factory 
in that city. 
 

Kittie had no children, and soon was listed in the society notices of  
the Flint MI newspaper. She also made frequent visi ts back to friends in    
Syracuse.  
Syracuse Daily Standard, 9 July 1895: 

PERSONAL     Mrs. W.H. Warner of Flint, Mich. is vi siting Mr. and 
Mrs. Henry Van Lengen at No. 324? Seymour ST. ( Remember the name Van 
Lengen…)  

 
Flint Journal, 3 Nov 1898: 

LADIES OF VENUS HIVE     The members of Venus Hive No. 72, L.O.T.M. 
[Ladies of the Maccabees] entertained the Maccabees  of the Hives at 
Flushing, Fenton, Swartz Creek, Clio and Davison to day at their 
hall... Mrs. Kittie Warner presided over the meetin g and made a neat 
address of welcome to the visiting Hives. 
 

She also collected money, which she probably didn’t  really need: 
Syracuse Daily Journal, 25 Feb 1897: 

[Real estate transactions] Katie Froebel to Cathari ne Sniper, lot 6, 
block 9, city, consideration $500. 

 
Meanwhile, back in Amboy, half-sister Flora was get ting married on Decem-

ber 19, 1900, to my grandfather, Irving A. Durgee. He was the next-to-youngest 
of six sons, and was inheriting his family farm fro m his father who died in Sep-
tember 1901. Their first child, my mother, was born  on July 8, 1902. More babies 
followed at about 18-month intervals. 
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Besides the Venus Hive of the Ladies of the Maccabe es in Flint, Kittie 

was active in the King’s Daughters and the Women’s League of the Congregational 
Church. She probably had no idea of the tragedy tha t struck in Amboy. Flora was 
9-months pregnant with baby number 7 when, one nigh t, husband Irving never got 
home… 

Camden Advance Journal, 10 Oct 1912: 
TRAIN KILLS A MAN AND TEAM     The north-bound pass enger train on 

the Central Road, which arrives in Camden at 7:25 p .m., on Tuesday eve-
ning struck and killed Irving Durgee and his team a t a point just above 
the crossing on the Oswego Road. 

It was a moonless night at the unlit crossing, the horses’ hooves were going 
clippety-clop, the heavy wagon wheels were going ru mble-rumble; grandfather 
never heard the oncoming train.  

  
With the oldest child, my mother, only 10 years old , Flora had no way to 

keep up the farm. She moved the family into Parish,  about 8 miles away, and did 
day-work at housecleaning jobs in town. Her mother Katie and mother’s sister 
“Aunt Frona” moved in to care for the children and do the cooking. The 1920 
census lists Flora as “Laundress” and Katie as “Was her-woman.” 

 
Mrs. Perry and Mrs. Van Lengen of Syracuse kept vis iting Kittie back and 

forth.   
Flint Journal, 27 May 1914: 

BRIDGE LUNCHEON     Beautiful in its appointments w as the bridge 
luncheon Mrs. W.H. Warner, 511 East First ST, gave at noon today in 
honor of her guest, Mrs. Emily K. Van Lengen of Syr acuse NY. 

Syracuse Post-Standard, 1 Sept 1914: 
...PROBATE PETITIONS FILED     ...H. Brayton Perry filed a petition 
for probate of the will of his mother, Mrs. Laura A . Perry, who 
died July 14 leaving personal property valued at $5 ,200. Besides 
Mr. Perry, the heirs are... Kettie C. Warner of Fli nt, Mich… 
 

Which half-sister really needed their father’s part ner’s legacy? 
 
In 1921 tragedy struck Flora’s family again. 
Syracuse Post-Standard, 12 Aug 1921: 

LIGHTNING AT PARISH CAUSES FIRE WHICH DESTROYS TWO HOUSES   Parish, 
Aug 11— Fire caused by a bolt of lightning destroye d two houses, threat-
ened several others, and gave the fire department a  hard fight during a 
severe storm this afternoon. The lightning struck a  house in Railroad 
Street, occupied by Mrs. Flora Durgee, and despite the efforts of the 
firemen spread to an adjoining house… Both dwelling s were almost totally 
destroyed. 
 
Back in Flint MI, Kittie was entertaining the Women  of Circle No. 4, 

First Congregational Church and was installing the new officers of Venus Hive 
No. 72, Ladies of the Maccabees.  But in 1923 her l ife changed. She and her 
husband were on vacation in Binghamton NY visiting friends, when… 

Binghamton Press, 23 Aug 1923: 
      MORTALLY STRICKEN AS HE CAME DOWN STAIRS    W illiam H. Warner, 69 years               

      old, an inspector in the Buick automobile fac tory at Flint, 
Mich., died suddenly of heart failure at 6 o'clock this morning in the 
residence of William H. Whitner at 7 McDonald Avenu e where he and Mrs. 
Warner were visiting. When Mr. Warner awoke this mo rning he apparently 
was in good health. He dressed and started to walk down stairs. He had 
taken only a few steps when he suffered the heart a ttack and fell the 
length of the stairs to the first floor… 
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Two years later Kittie married again, this time to widower Richard E. Patter-
son who was apparently a neighbor. The Flint newspa per is not digitized for 
the Internet after 1922, so I have no specific acti vities to note for her.   
 

All seven of Flora’s children lived to grow up; bet ween 1929 and 1937 
one by one they left and married.  Flora’s mother C atherine (Jacobs) Froebel 
died in August 1933, and her sister Sophronia “Aunt  Frona” followed in Febru-
ary 1934. But there was one last tragic event for F lora. In July 1935 a se-
vere summer storm blew down a large tree in the fro nt yard of the home my 
mother Marion had bought for her in Parish.  There apparently was no damage 
to the house, but the huge fallen-over stump was st ill there in May 1938 when 
my family and I moved in. 

 
After my parents took over the Parish home, Flora b egan an itinerant 

life. She spent about two months every year with ea ch of the six children who 
lived in nearby Oswego and Onondaga Counties. All o f her 14 grandchildren got 
to enjoy her company and the hand-knit mittens and sweaters that she made for 
us. 

 
Kittie died out in Flint on May 20, 1943. Her will directed that her 

surviving second husband was to get life use of her  home and money, and he 
lived on until 1949. But, strangely, the will was s ilent about the disposi-
tion of the estate after his death. Mrs. Van Lengen  (remember her?)  heard 
about Kittie’s passing, and realized that with no c hildren and the second 
husband gone Flora was the only other heir!  Mrs. V an Lengen’s son was by 
then a Syracuse lawyer, and he contacted Flora. For  a percentage of the pro-
ceeds, he proposed to go to court out in Michigan a nd collect whatever was 
left of Kittie’s estate. It took until 1952 to sett le the legal matters, but 
finally at the end of her life Flora had real money  to spend. Sadly, she 
lived only until December 4, 1956.  I don’t think s he ever took a “vacation” 
or stayed overnight in a hotel.

Anything in  
storage can be ordered at the reference/information desk to be sent to your library for your use. 
 
 
Seattle Genealogical Society Spring/Summer 2011.  A very lengthy article on John McNair, Sr. 1663-
1738 of Aberdeenshire, Scotland and County Donegal, Ireland. John McNair, Jr. was the first to come to 
the United States with son William and settle in Bucks County, Pennsylvania. Among his descendants was 
Jan McNair 1944-2011, longtime SGS member and volunteer.  
Another feature is King County Newspapers past and present. This compilation includes towns, cities and 
communities in King County outside Seattle. It is alphabetical and gives the dates covered and repository.  
There is also an article on the website Find a Grave.

(and refreshers for old Pros) and questions and answers for beginners in genetic genealogy.  
  
Sno-Isle Genealogical Society 3rd Quarter 2011.  I think I've seen everything in the way of genealogical 
sources but this is a new one: The Big Four Inn Guest Register 1926-7. It starts with a brief history of the 
Inn from 1921. The entries are brief and surname only arranged by date and then rooms, tents and  
cottages.  
  
Chelan Valley Genealogical Society Volume 21, Issue 3 2011. We're almost there —  in mid April 2012, 
the 1940 census index and images will be available online free from Ancestry.com. Read all about it and 
the World Archives Project also by Ancestry.

Bismarck-Mandan History and Genealogical Society September 2011. This society has many publications 
for sale if you are researching this area. This includes 1885 census index of Dakota Territory, McIntosh 
County cemeteries and much more.

There are two in depth articles of interest in 
this issue. One is Old Houses, What Stories They Could Tell which gives information  on what you can 
learn on the physical house and on its occupants through the years. The other is an Adoption Record  
Research.

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   Bookmobiles Bring Library Service to Rural Thurston County 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
    According to the Tacoma News Tribune article accompanying this picture, the bookmobile started its  
rounds the week of May 3, 1939.   It was the first unit of a WPA motorized free “bookmobile” library service 
planned for the rural areas in Washington State.  The project was sponsored by the Washington State Library in 
conjunction local libraries, in this case the Olympia Library which also received funding for county service.  
WPA provided the truck and the body was loaned by the Seattle Public Library which used it for a few months in 
1931 for a similar service in King County.  That service was discontinued for lack of funds.  The staff included a 
WPA Librarian, a librarian representing the sponsor and the driver who also helped distribute the books.  Initially 
the schedule included Littlerock, Rochester, Bordeaux, Yelm, Bucoda, Tono, Rainier and Vail.  Other routes were 
planned so that the truck would cover the same territory every two weeks. 
    More that 350 WPA workers were employed in the state as library assistants in schools and public libraries.  
This staff included those who handled the Braille and talking record service for the blind. 
    In December of 1943, Olympia and Thurston County Library began a bookmobile service using a glider house 
trailer containing about 1,000 books pulled by a Mercury Club Coupe.   Miss Lillian Collins, supervising librar-
ian, called it “a wartime purchase governed by availability, but served its purpose attractively and quite well until 
the exhausted supply of new or used axles made it impractical to use longer.  The Mercury club coupe was then 
equipped with a box of three shelves across the back seat and three more in the trunk.  With this limited supply of 
about 400 books, the service was maintained with a circulation of 5,000 books a month.  In spirit akin to the thea-
ter’s ‘show must go on’ kept it (the coupe) functioning as a library in spite of wind and rain and cramped work 
space for more than a year.”  
   County Commissioners appointed a County Library Board composed of Ralph Armstrong, chairman, Mrs. Fred 
Neal, E. L. Boothby, Mrs. N. G. Porter and George Elder to negotiate a contract with the Olympia Public Library 
and secure a county librarian.  Mrs. Mildred K. Sherwood, formerly of the Chehalis City Library was hired as 
county librarian and with Miss Margaret Utzinger newly hired Olympia and Thurston County children’s librarian 
would operate the bookmobile. 

Knowledge “Honks” At Their Door 

     Children at Little Rock are here shown eagerly scanning volumes 
in the WPA Bookmobile in its initial stop early this week throughout 
remote areas of Thurston County.  Tacoma News Tribune 5/3/1939 
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    Thurston County Library placed its order for a bookmobile in the summer of 1945 when truck chas-
sis were practically unavailable and a permit from the Office of Defense Transportation was still neces-
sary to purchase one if you could find it.  Reo was making school bus deliveries in Washington state 
and it was decided that suitably altered this would be a good buy.  The order went through in October 
for a Reo 1 1/2 ton and school bus body built by R. H. Carpenter Body Works of Mitchell, Indiana.  
Delivery was to be November 10, 1945, but was delayed by strikes and material shortages until August 
1946.  The interior shelving and equipment were designed by Arta Richardson, County Librarian, and 
built Frank Whitmarsh at Capital body and Fender in Olympia.  Most of the work was finished in time 
for the bookmobile to be displayed in the Education Building at the Western Washington State Fair in 
Puyallup where it attracted many visitors.  It held 1,600 books and magazines. 
    

 

   Signs like this (bright red) were used  
to announce the bookmobile’s schedule. Glider House Trailer and Mercury Club Coupe used 

as the Thurston County Bookmobile. 
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     A second Reo bookmobile began operation in Mason County in 1949.  A Chevrolet carry-
all replaced the Mercury coupe for branch delivery and emergency bookmobile service.  The 
two bookmobiles made regular visits to 26 schools and 218 communities in Thurston and Ma-
son Counties. 
     The bookmobile service continued into the 1970’s when the  last  two were made into   
stationary branch libraries at Naselle and Amanda Park.
