Deeded To Thurston County In 1869
By John and Polly Laws

The Mima Prairie Pioneer Cemetery lies back from the #®ate Road, surrounded by the Weyerhaeuser Mima
Nursery. The first known burial was ten year-old Luceliarty in 1864, and in 1869 John and Polly Laws
deeded the land to Thurston County to be used as a cgmétere are 49 known internments in the cemetery.

By 1988, the cemetery had become overgrown and in disrepa@.TAurston County Historic Commission un-
dertook a project to clean up and document the cemeTdnry.cemetery was restored and rededicated on 19 May
1990. A booklet “Mima Prairie Pioneer Cemetery Thurston Gowvashington” was published by the Thurston
County Historic Commission on that date, written by Likitaverton.

Eleven of the graves are located in the Watson famég.arMy great grandfather Jefferson Watson lies there
with his third wife, three of his children, a niecés(aa stepchild), a nephew (also a stepchild), a brathen

and his father, a grandniece and a grandnephew. Toeesstell of the incredible hardships and tragedies that
many of our ancestors endured in their lives.

Jefferson Watson was born in Clinton County in northeadtew York State. He was first married in New

York, had one son, and left his wife and son. His brotteenzo Watson had married Caroline Call.

Lorenzo and Caroline moved to Wisconsin and had sevatrehithere, Mary, Villeta, Carrie Birdean,
Bertha, Lorenzo, Della and Ira. Lorenzo died on Feb18284, before the last child Ira was born. The

following year, Jefferson came out to Wisconsin and néihie brother’s widow Caroline. Jefferson and
Caroline had two children, Ida and Iva.

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Caroline died on Dec. 16, 1891, in Wisconsin, leaving Jafewith two very young girls and seven
stepchildren, who were also his nieces and nephews. ag€ovmmon at the time, Jefferson married again, this
time to Rhoda Hewitt in November of 1893 in Black Riverls;alisconsin. Rhoda knew Jefferson in St.
Lawrence County in northern New York State. Accordméamily stories, 29 year-old Rhoda was eager to get
married and not end up a spinster. She went to Wiscuissithe Great Lakes, vowing she would come back
married.

Jefferson and Rhoda moved back to Pierpont, New York, yating Ida and Iva and Ira, the only child of
Lorenzo and Caroline to move back with them. Three obkP&'s daughters were married by then and must
have cared for their younger sisters and brother in Wasigormwo of the married daughters, Villetta and

Carrie Birdean, died in 1896 and 1898 in Wisconsin.

In short order, three children were born to JeffersehRhoda in New York, Ashton, Ezra and Nina. The
family moved to Vermont for a short time, where Inez Wwash.

She
was the daughter of Jefferson’s sister Carrie Watsorhantiusband Alonzo Willett. In 1909 Jefferson and
Rhoda lost another son, David Hiram Watson, when fteati¢he age of seven from an epileptic seizure.

The next Watson family member laid to rest in the deny¢
was Iniz (Bertha), the fourth child of Lorenzo and Cael |
Bertha was married in 1897 to an older widower, John |
Gearing. They had a son Cecil in Wisconsin in 1900, |
another son Raleigh in 1908 after they moved to -

After Nina’s death, her half-sister Mary WaisNewlun came to live
with Charles to care for the five small children.

Charles remarried, but soon after his marriage he viesl kn a car accident.
His widow did not want to raise the children. She fotemdily members to

My
grandmother Iva went to the orphanage and got the two ahildven though
she was a widow with five children to support by herself.naldi brother

After losing three children and four step-childrenfeksion Watson died at age 75. The Thurston County

Historic Commission booklet “Mima Prairie Pioneer Cemétenntains the following entry on Jefferson. “On
April 24, 1930, The Morning Olympian had this to say about\Maison: “J. B. Watson died Monday. Jeff had
lived in this vicinity for a long time. Was not a manleiters, but a good, kind father, a splendid neighbor and
as honest as they make ‘em. He will be missed by ngthimffamily but everyone.” Jefferson was survived by

four of his eleven siblings.

Jefferson’s brother-in-law Alonzo Willett died in 1932 la¢ tage of 74. Alonzo and Carrie had eleven children,
but only five survived him. According to his obituary, Alortzad 23 grandchildren and 19 great grandchildren.

Carrie lived to be 92 and died in 1958. She was buridtkiiviasonic Memorial Park in Tumwater.

Before she died in 1944, her yourayebtadhan Watson was killed in Idaho in 1941
when a truck ran over him while he was working at a daen SDnly two of her six children survived her,
Ashton and Inez.

When Jefferson, Rhoda and Nina died, the family did @aetlmoney to purchase tombstones for them.
Their markers consisted of names and dates scrateleient. These markers had disappeared. Some of
my second cousins had visited the cemetery and not beae #ved their great grandparents were buried
there.

In 2010, new gravestones were made for Jefferson, Rhodaiaad N preparing the ground for the new

stones, the old stones were found buried. The old stdlegshle and broken, were placed next to the new
stones. Later that year, Chandler Collins cleaned upeimetery for his Eagle Scout project. He installed a
new fence around the Watson area. Chandler made a vateablution to the cemetery when he installed

a new sign and a plot map to the cemetery, allowing wssitofind their relatives easily.

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Edna and Harold: A Wartime Love Story
Notes from a Genealogy

Edna Doriutler was born in Livingston, Montana, December 30, 1921. On May 273,
she was the first baby baptized by the Rev. KoehlereaEtangelical Lutheran Church of Amer-
ica in Livingston. After graduating from Park County Higth8ol where she excelled in aca-
demics as well as extracurricular activities and scipotts, Edna left home for Spokane Wash-
ington and Kinman Business University where she won theeeml Science IDY award and
met future husband, Harold Alfréteebles.

Edna and Harold loved dancing to Norm Thue’s and other banBsday nights followed by a
treat at the Dessert Oasis. If they lingered too lomgnaissed the last bus at 12:15 a.m. it meant
a long walk up hill on Grand Boulevard to Mrs. Woods’ roamd &oarding house at 18th and
Bernard for Edna (next door for Harold at Mrs. Staijet’f it snowed even in formals, toeless
high heels and slipping, Edna marched with Harold (Hap) upirheracks to home. Never a
guestion of a taxi. Money was scarce. It was thes@&e®asis treat and take the bus or walk to
prolong the evening fun.

Pearl Harbor and World War Il changed everything. sBsnmer Edna and Harold both had
wartime jobs. Mom Peebles loaned Harold the familynielyth to get to work in the Valley
where they building the Aluminum Company of Americainglimill.

Saturday nights still meant dancing to the top nameldaf the “Big Band Era”. Harold’s
corsages for Edna made summer dances more specialNattdterium Park (known as The Nat
Park by patrons) where they had terrific times.

Before Christmas 1942, Harold applied for Navy OCSicgf training school) and while
waiting for approval, went to Tacoma for a high-payinghaoidding Liberty Ships for Kaiser. He
joined the Union.

His Navy training complete in the spring of 1944, Haro&bk wiven two week embarkation
leave while waiting for completion of LST Boston.w#s time to get married. Edna put together
a “white wedding” in three days and on April 8, 1944, they
were married at the Lidgerwood Evangelical Church in Spo-
kane. After a 5-day honeymoon at the Florence Hotel in
Missoula, Harold put Edna on the Northern Pacific train
west to Spokane (crying all the way), and he took the next
train east to Amphib ship, LST 989, Boston. On the shake-
down cruise only two crew had “sealegs” (prior ship exper
ence) but off they went to New York, Norfolk and asros
the ocean the Mediterranean Theatre at the sameasrie
Day to participate in a landing invasion at Marseilleha t
south of France.

Edna lived at 206 8th Avenue, apartment 32 in Spokane
while waiting for Hap to come home.
